Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

In our Gospel today, the Lord appointed seventy two disciples and commissioned them to go and preach the
Good news in pairs in neighboring towns. We learn from the book of Deuteronomy 19:15 that it requires the
testimony of two witnesses to convict someone. That is almost certainly why Jesus sends these disciples in
pairs. However, going in pairs also strengthens resolve. A person alone quickly becomes discouraged; partners
are more likes to persevere. The commissioning of the seventy shows that proclamation is the responsibility of
all disciples —not just a select few. Jesus knew that His public ministry was coming to an end very soon. But,
there were still so many places that He had not yet visited with the Good News of God’s Kingdom. So, He sent out these 72
people to those places where He was about to go. He told them: “The harvest is plentiful, but the workers are few. Ask the
Lord of the harvest, therefore, to send out workers into his harvest field. Go! I am sending you out like lambs among wolves.”

What kind of harvest is Jesus talking about here? Jesus was not talking about a physical harvesting of fruit or grain. He was
talking about spiritual harvesting of people. He was talking about the harvest of souls for salvation. Matthew 9:36 says:
“When He saw the crowds, He had compassion for them, because they were harassed and helpless, like sheep without a shep-
herd. “Jesus saw their need, that’s why He had compassion for them. Compassion means to be emotionally moved by what we
see around us. Jesus was moved to compassion. His heart was broken when He saw the crowds harassed and helpless.

Now, the question is why are there only few workers in the harvest field? The workers are few, because there are a lot of peo-
ple who do not follow Jesus. The workers are few, because people love all that is in the world better than they love God. And
the workers are few, because even among those who follow Jesus, there are some who are not working in the harvest field.
And the main reason why there are only few workers in the harvest field is because; we don’t see the harvest like God does. It
does not mean that everyone has to go too far way places to serve in mission. But, everyone has a role to fulfill in God’s har-

vest field. If we just lift our eyes and look at school, at work, at the gym, at the sports event, at the neighborhood or at home,
we will see that harvest is waiting to be harvested. Think of all the people you see every day: family, friends, neighbors, and

work associates.

Brothers and sisters, that is our mission field, and we are responsible for them. When was the last time you shared the gospel
with a friend, co-worker or neighbor? We will never have a sense of urgency until we realize that we are responsible for them.
We need to take responsibility for our field that God has entrusted to us. We need to see the lost people around us through

God’s perspective.

Today we are extremely happy to welcome Fr. Patrick Wangai who has answered God’s call to work in His vineyard. Please
extend a warm welcoming hand. Now, you may be thinking, with such a great task of harvesting and so few workers, how do

we go about it?

He boldly de-
clares that no one can “make trou-
bles” for him, because he has given
himself completely to Jesus. And
when Jesus sends his disciples out to
preach and heal, he challenges them
not to provide for themselves, but to

let faith be their guide.

Treasures from our
Tradition

It’s high summer now, school is out,
the pace of work slows, and some
people drift away. There are visitors
in the churches every summer, and
familiar faces are among the missing.
Some find the summer’s call more
appealing than the summons of the
church bells. Many, however, would
not dream of missing a Sunday, and
so they make their way to Mass in
unfamiliar places, watching the locals
for clues as to when to sit or stand,
where the Communion stations are.

Christians have always yearned to be
together on Sunday. In the city of
Abitina, during a persecution by the
Emperor Diocletian, a group of Chris-
tians were urged to stop worshiping
together on Sundays. They responded,
“Then take our lives, for without the
Sunday we cannot live.” By a curious
coincidence, the appointed readings
today center us on thoughts of peace.
