Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,  
 

Today we celebrate the African-American heritage special Mass, and I would like to welcome everyone to 
church this morning. During this month we celebrate the accomplishments and African-American milestones 

in the United States.  There are so many things that African-Americans have contributed to the Catholic Church,       
especially saints. I would like to share with you two popular African-American Saints.  But first let us pray for             
Fr. Augustus Tolton, who worked in Chicago, the first African-American priest of the Catholic Church, who has       
been granted the title of “Venerable,” moving along his cause for canonization. Two saints that I want to share with    
you are my favorites: St. Josephine Bakhita and St. Peter Claver. 
 

St. Josephine Bakhita 
For many years, Josephine Bakhita was a slave, but her spirit was always free and eventually that spirit prevailed. Born 
in the Darfur region of southern Sudan, Josephine was kidnapped at the age of 7, sold into slavery, and given the name 
Bakhita, which means fortunate. She was resold several times, finally in 1883 to Callisto Legnani, the Italian consul in 
Khartoum, Sudan. Two years later, he took Josephine to Italy and gave her to his friend Augusto Michieli. Bakhita     
became babysitter to Mimmina Michieli, whom she accompanied to Venice’s Institute of the Catechumens, run by the 
Canossian Sisters. While Mimmina was being instructed, Josephine felt drawn to the Catholic Church. She was baptized 
and confirmed in 1890, taking the name Josephine. When the Michielis later returned from Africa and wanted to take 
Mimmina and Josephine back with them, the future saint refused to go. During the ensuing court case, the Canossian 
Sisters and the patriarch of Venice intervened on Josephine’s behalf. The judge concluded that since slavery was illegal 
in Italy, she had actually been free since 1885. Josephine entered the Institute of St. Magdalene of Canossa in 1893 and 
made her profession three years later. She soon became well loved by the children attending the sisters’ school and by 
the local citizens. She once said, “Be good, love the Lord, pray for those who do not know Him. What a great grace it is 
to know God!” The first steps toward her beatification began in 1959. She was beatified in 1992 and canonized eight 
years later. [Adapted from National Black Congress). 
 

St. Peter Claver 
Saint Peter Claver, S.J., was a Spanish Jesuit priest and missionary who was born in Verdú (Catalonia) and although    
not of African descent, became the patron saint of slaves, the Republic of Colombia, and ministry to African-Americans 
due to his devotion and care of enslaved people. During the 40 years of his ministry in Colombia it is estimated he    
personally baptized around 300,000 people. He is also patron saint for seafarers. He is considered a heroic example      
of what should be the Christian praxis of love and of the exercise of human rights.  [Adapted from National Black      
Congress).  
 

May God continue to bless us and the work we do every day to bring others to Christ.

In this read-
ing, Paul speaks of a wisdom that is 
far greater than this.

God’s Call 
 

The person who has been “saved,” who 
has “heard the good news of salvation,” 
still lives in an unsaved world, a world 
sadly oblivious to the presence of God. 
Today’s readings outline how the disci-
ple is present in the world. 
 

The outline begins with Isaiah: “Share 
your bread . . . shelter the oppressed . . 
. clothe the naked” (Isaiah 58:7).  
 

Those who hear the word of salvation 
are not insensitive to the urgent needs 
of others. Then Paul reminds his flock 
that he brought Christ to them not in 
eloquence or wisdom, but by being 
with them in the “weakness and fear” 
of their daily lives (1 Corinthians 
2:3). Finally, Jesus tells his disciples 
to go out into the gloom and darkness 
of the streets of the world and let 
God’s light shine through their good 
deeds. 
 

We disciples don’t save the world.    
To the extent, however, that we have 
heard the word of God and been 
awakened to God’s presence, we    
may spread that word and bring that 
presence to others.

Food for Thought… 
 

Promoting Human Dignity 
 

Dedication and deep faith are needed to respond 
to pressing challenges both global and domestic: 
We forget the cost of slavery in human dignity; 

We must meet the challenge of preserving people’s culture; 
Communities must be maintained, and inspiration’s power. 

 
We’re witnessing the birth of a new humanism, 
where people are defined by their responsibility 
to their brothers and their sisters, and to history. 
Appreciating our relationship with one another 

makes us more aware of the need for a consistent ethic. 
 

M.L. King promoted human dignity and justice for all.
