In today’s second reading to the Corinthians’ community, St. Paul reminds us that our bodies are the temples of the Holy
Spirit. When St. Paul talked about the body as a temple, he was referring to the Corinthian church as a whole, and as the
temple of God, the Holy Spirit rested on each of its member. There is a parallel as followers of Christ. Like the Corinthians,
we are also God’s temple in that we are to be God’s agents in our world because we have been baptized and adopted as
children of God. In order for us to do that work of sharing the Good News of Christ in the world, we need the power of the
Holy Spirit working in us. When it does, we will have a happy and fulfilling life as God’s disciples provided that we follow
His instruction especially by obeying His commandments.

Ash Wednesday is in three days, which is one of the most popular and important holy days in the liturgical calendar. Ash
Wednesday comes from the ancient Jewish tradition of penance and fasting. The practice includes the wearing of ashes on the
head. The ashes symbolize the dust from which God made us. As the priest applies the ashes to a person's forehead, he speaks
the words: "Remember that you are dust, and to dust you shall return.” Following the example of the Ninevites (Jonah 3: ff)
who did penance in sackcloth and ashes, our foreheads are marked with ashes to humble our hearts and reminds us that life on
Earth passes away. We remember this when we are told "Remember, Man or Woman is dust, and unto dust they shall return."
Ashes are a symbol of penance made sacramental by the blessing of the Church, and they help us develop a spirit of humility
and sacrifice.

Ash Wednesday opens Lent, a season of fasting and prayer. Lent is a season of forty days, not counting Sundays, which
begins on Ash Wednesday and ends on Holy Saturday. The forty days represent the time Jesus spent in the wilderness,
enduring the temptations of Satan and preparing to begin His ministry. Lent is a time of repentance, fasting, and preparations
for the coming of Easter. It is a time of self-examination and reflection. In the early Church, Lent was a time to prepare new
converts for baptism.

Today, Christians focus on their relationship with God, often choosing to give up something or to volunteer and give
themselves for others. Sundays in Lent are not counted in the forty days because each Sunday represents a “mini-Easter” and
the reverent spirit of Lent is tempered with joyful anticipation of the Resurrection. Catholics ages 18 to 59 should fast on Ash
Wednesday and on Good Friday. Those that are excused from fast and abstinence outside the age limits include the physically
or mentally ill including individuals suffering from chronic illnesses such as diabetes. Also excluded are pregnant or nursing

women. In all cases, common sense should prevail, and ill persons should not further jeopardize their health by fasting.

Signs of Lent
Ashes

Each week we are highlighting a
different sign of the Lenten Season,
beginning with ashes.

This penitential symbol has its roots
in the Old Testament books of
Esther, Samuel, Isaiah, and Jeremiah,
and are a reminder of the imperma-
nence of our earthly life. The ashes
are made from the burning of blessed
palms (from Palm Sunday the year
before) and are placed on our fore-
heads in the form of a cross: it is in
Jesus that we are saved from our sins,
and are given eternal life.

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FOOLISHNESS

Sometimes the idea of repentance
seems old-fashioned, naive, even
foolish. But if you’re looking for
real foolishness, you’ll find it in to-
day’s readings.

We begin with Leviticus and the
admonition, “Take no revenge and
cherish no grudge” (Leviticus
19:18). We’ve heard that message
before, of course, so we might forget
how far it is from the so-called
“practical realities of life.” Saint
Paul warns us about being practical,
though. Whoever considers oneself
wise had better “become a fool,”
because “the wisdom of this world is
foolishness in the eyes of God” (1
Corinthians 3:18, 19).

This “foolishness” continues in the
Gospel: “Offer no resistance to one
who is evil” (Matthew 5:39). In fact,
offer the other cheek when you’ve
been slapped. Hand over your coat
as well as your shirt. Be like God,
who sends sunshine and rain on the
bad as well as the good. “So be
perfect,” says Jesus, “just as your
heavenly Father is perfect” (5:48).
