 Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,  
 
 
 Today is Trinity Sunday. It is the first Sunday after Pentecost, and as such, it marks our return to the Sundays of 
Ordinary Time. Perhaps to some, it seems rather far from ordinary to be celebrating the Solemnity of the Most Holy Trini-
ty. For the Trinity is nothing less than Christianity’s most sublime belief that God is absolutely one in nature and essence, 
and relatively three in persons. 
 The Solemnity of the Most Holy Trinity offers us an opportunity to consider our relationship with our Triune 
God. How is it that we understand God, not as the most beautiful, but as Beauty itself? How can we talk of God not as 
the most truthful, but as Truth itself? To ask such questions is to begin to understand that everything you and I strive to 
become is rooted in the very being of God. Ultimately, the best that we can ever do to try and fathom the nature of God, 
is to understand God as not merely a loving god or the most loving being, but to speak of God as the source and the 
ground of Love—even better, to understand God as Love itself. At the end of the day, even this falls short, for God is 
beyond every limit and boundary, and certainly beyond every human attempt to grasp the fullness of God.   
       Nonetheless, when we try to understand the truth and reality of God, we turn to our own personal experiences 
of love. In every personal experience of love that we have, what we always uncover is the realization that our love is 
not static. It is a living and dynamic reality. Love is not a thing so much as it is an activity of the truest and purest part 
of us. It is the greatest gift that we can give to another. Love is a self-emptying gift of ourselves to another or others, 
and in that self-emptying of ourselves, mysteriously, we become even more filled with the gift we have given away. 
 Our God who is Love, desires to share with us God's very self. In other words, the dynamic relationship of love 
that is Father, Son and Spirit is precisely the mystery we share whenever we love another. We, who have been created 
through, with and in this trinitarian relationship of love, through, with and in God, will never fully understand the un-
fathomable and inexhaustible mystery of God. Of course, in this world, ours is not to understand fully, ours is to be-
lieve and love in return.

JUNE 6, 2021 —     
Most Holy Body and Blood of 
Christ 
Exodus 24:3-8 
Today's passage from the book of Exodus 
describes the covenant between God and 
the Israelite people. A covenant is a sol-
emn agreement made between two parties 
and was usually sealed in blood. In an-
cient times, blood was considered the 
source of life, To sprinkle two people 
with the same blood bonded them as 
closely as if they were blood relatives. 
 
Second Reading: Hebrews 9: 11-15 
On Yom Kippur, the high priest sacri-
ficed a goat on the altar in the temple. 
Then he took some of the blood into the 
holiest place in the temple sanctuary 
where only he was allowed to go. There, 
he sprinkled that blood as a renewal of 
the covenant made at Mount Sinai, and 
prayed that God would forgive the sins 
they had committed during the previous 
year. This ritual is the backdrop for to-
day's reading from the letter to the He-
brews.

Seeking the Lost – Part I 
 When Faith & Fellowship 
Partners relocate, we try to keep in 
contact with them.  Bryan recently 
moved from Columbus Manor to a 
group home on the far north side, and 
through regular calls on his cell phone 
the friendship has continued.  After 
his phone stopped functioning, we 
discovered him on a medical unit at a 
suburban hospital where electronic 
interference prevented our calls from 
going through.  A flurry of greeting 
cards ensued, and one of our Cate-
chists who knows the chaplain at that 
hospital arranged for Bryan to be vis-
ited.   
 Occasionally Partners are 
transferred to a skilled care facility; 
sometimes we are informed about 
their whereabouts but not always.  
John had been moved a number of 
times and we had lost his thread until 
coincidentally we encountered his 
brother – formerly living at Central 
Plaza but now at Columbus Manor – 
who was able to help us find John.   
 Next week we’ll tell you 
some stories that don’t have such hap-
py endings. 

Liturgy and the Holy Trinity 
 The Trinity is the central 
mystery of our faith. We believe 
that God is one, yet three: total 
unity and rich diversity. God is 
not a monolith, but a dynamic 
community of persons, a perfect, 
loving harmony of three. And the 
liturgy is the work of the Trinity. 
We begin all our liturgical cele-
brations with the sign of the 
cross, a reminder of our Trinitari-
an baptism, and the simplest of 
all professions of our faith. We 
believe that God is Father, Son, 
and Holy Spirit, and we gather in 
the name of this triune God. 
Throughout the Mass, we address 
our prayers to God the Father, 
through Christ our Lord, in the 
Spirit’s power. And the Father 
hears our prayer, transforming 
bread and wine into the Body and 
Blood of his Son by the Holy 
Spirit. The Church is “the sacra-
ment of trinitarian commun-
ion” (Sacramentum Caritatis, 
16). It is the Trinity who holds us 
together as well. In the words of

                               We Are Consecrated 
 

In his writings, Paul recounts his many sufferings, 
undergone while spreading the Gospel: 

beaten, flogged, imprisoned, stoned, shipwrecked, and gone hungry; 
his greatest worry were the churches. 
As he continued his mission of fidelity 

to the truth, he knew he’d done his best. 
But human effort, even from the apostle Paul,  

would not prove sufficient to sustain 
        the mystery of the Church. 

 
Only the Holy Spirit, within the Trinity, 

can shape the culture and inspire 
all civilization to proclaim Christian Ideals. 

We’re consecrated in the Gospel 
with Jesus’ critical message to the disciples 

to embrace the mission he hands  them. 
His commission is to make disciples, baptize and teach. 

That’s a call to us to holiness 
    and power to do as asked. 

 
Consecrated in truth, reading the scriptures and praying, 

the Holy Spirit as the Word 
makes a home in our hearts.
