       The past 17 months has brought havoc upon us in a variety of ways, and every one of us has had our lives           
disrupted. Only now are we beginning to develop and sustain a “new normal.” 
 
       Thankfully, life in the United States and here in the Oak Park and in the Chicago area is significantly safer than it 
was even just a few months ago. In late August, your children will be able to return to in-school education. Perhaps by 
now, you have also begun to return to work and no longer are working remotely.  
 
       It is time, then, also to reinstate your children’s Religious Education. It is important that we teach our children the 
Faith and to ready them to receive the Sacraments of the Church.

       Should you choose to enroll your children in this religious education program, please be assured that your already 
being parishioners at St. Catherine/St. Lucy Parish would be fully respected. As the local Church has now entered the 
Renew My Church process, this outreach is simply to be welcoming, inclusive, and to find ways to become unified as a 
local Catholic community. Sessions begin on September 12th.

The Days are Coming 
 

Separation, isolation, and hostility  
are terrible things. We’re, sadly, too 
familiar with all of them in our    
modern life, whether we look at world 
events or events in our own neighbor-
hoods and families. All three readings 
today refer to these same sad human 
conditions. 
 

The prophet Jeremiah describes world 
conditions as if the people of his time 
were sheep who had been scattered by 
poor leadership and corrupt shepherds 
But “the days are coming,” he assures 
us (Jeremiah 23:5), when a new   
shepherd, a just king, will come. We 
meet that king in the second reading 
and the Gospel. Paul reminds us in the 
Letter to the Ephesians that all divi-
sions can now cease in Christ Jesus, 
who has brought us together through 
his blood. In Mark’s Gospel we see 
Jesus himself, looking with pity on 
those searching for him as if they 
were sheep without a shepherd.

�� Registration is no longer required. 

�� There are no capacity restrictions. 

�� There is no longer any need to do screening         

       for COVID. 

�� Masks will be strongly encouraged for  
      individuals to continue to wear. 
 

� We will have masks and hand sanitizer bottles 
available at the church entrances. 

� We will have signs that will state something like 
“For the safety of everyone, masks are strongly 
encouraged to be worn while inside church”. 

� Greeters will NOT sanitize hands upon entering 
church and before Communion, but we will have 
containers for self-sanitizing at the Communion 
station, as well as at church entrances.  

� In time, there will be changes to the pew ar-
rangements, continuing to offer and encourage a 
small amount of social distancing. 

● Pews might be roped off.   

�� Sanitizing church after every function is no    
      longer necessary. 
 

�� Austin Blvd. and Washington Blvd. entrances  
      may be used for entering and exiting. 
 

�� At this time, the receptacle for the collection of   
      donations will remain at the front of the pews. 
 

�� Congregational singing may return though this   
      will inevitably conflict with mask wearing. 
 

      We will use hymnals again, and Worship Aids            
      be printed). 
 

�� For the time being, we will continue to have the       
      gifts of bread and wine already at the altar and                 
      not brought forward by others in the assembly. 
 

● For Communion, 2 lines may process forward. 
There will continue to be no distribution of the 
consecrated wine. 

 

Food for Thought 

Tending the Scattered Flocks 
 
“Unless we recover the shared passion to create 
a community...our energy and our resources...will 
collapse and leave many in the grip of anguish and  
empƟness.”      (Pope Francis: Fratelli Tuƫ, 36) 
 
To launch a career as a misleading shepherd 
in the world of today, all anyone would need 
are adroit social media skills 
and unscrupulous intentions. 
In the first reading,  from Jeremiah we heard 
quotes from the Lord: “Woe to the shepherds who mislead  
and scatter the flock of my pasture... 
I will punish your evil deeds.”  (Jeremiah 23:1-2) 
               T’was ever thus. 
 
The twenty-third Psalm helps to recognize in life 
a Good Shepherd: we would be led to green pastures, 
restful waters, with offers of peace. 
God’s world provides plenty for all. 
The Psalm sings of God’s protection of us from strife; 
Our path winds through darkness; our Shepherd reassures 
us with courage to stare down evil. 
We welcome all to happy scenes 
             in this Psalm of Joy. 
 
Mark tells how Jesus was led by the people’s need 
for his response as a Good Shepherd, to share hope 
In God’s love and generosity. 
We’re led to respond to great needs. 
One of the greatest is healing divisive greed 
that marks our Church and world, as described by the 
Pope. 
We need to recover shared passion to create a community,  
   with our resources. 
 
Given divisions  in Church, country and world, 
we can’t claim to be followers—Deo volente— 
of the Good Shepherd, without tending 
his scattered flocks, of which we’re part. 
We’re anointed to be troubadours unfurled, 
 moving hearts, minds and eyes to God’s gracious plenty, 
and believe they have nothing to fear 
                 from one another.
