Dear Parishioners,        
 
        Today’s First Reading is from the Old Testament Book of Wisdom (Chapter 7, verses 7-11). Wisdom is defined 
(from a quick Google search) as: “the quality of having experience, knowledge, and good judgment; the quality of     
being wise.” Interestingly, however, in the Book of Wisdom, wisdom was not simply a quality to obtain. Wisdom was 
personified. Today, we heard: 
 

 I prayed, and prudence was given me; I pleaded,  
and the spirit of wisdom came to me. I preferred her to scepter  

and throne,  and deemed riches nothing in comparison with her,  
nor did I liken any priceless gem to her; because all gold,  

in view of her, is a little sand, and before her, silver is to be accounted mire.  
Beyond health and comeliness I loved her,  

and I chose to have her rather than the light, because the splendor of her never yields to sleep. 
 Yet all good things came to me in her company, and countless riches at her hands. 

 
 

        Wisdom was female and she was with Yahweh from the beginning. She had all the attributes that we acknowledge 
as belonging to one who is wise. In addition, Wisdom was a very appealing being. A close read of the Book of Wisdom 
will easily demonstrate that Wisdom herself possessed some of the very attributes of God.   
 
        If while contemplating about this person called Wisdom, you begin to think of Jesus, you are not alone! There is a 
school of theological thought called Wisdom Christology which unites the two distinct studies of Wisdom and of Jesus. 
Has not Jesus been with the Father from the beginning? Is he not wise, understanding, loving and appealing?        
  
       The Wisdom tradition is rich and varied, and not exclusive to the Hebrew and Christian scriptures. Read the Koran, 
the holy book of Islam. You will find Allah’s gift of wisdom there too! Consider also Sophia, (Greek for Wisdom), and 
her personification in Hellenistic philosophy and religion.  
 
       Today, we understand that it is precisely in the mystery of God—Father, Son and Spirit that the attributes of wis-
dom are fully realized; and through the mystery of this God who so humbled himself as to enter into the human state, 
we, too, are given “understanding hearts” that we may share and know and love as people of Wisdom.

OCTOBER 17, 2021—  
29TH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 
 

First Reading:      Isaiah 53: 10-11 
 

Our first scripture reading contains the 
message of a prophet who spoke to 
the Jewish people during their exile in 
Babylon.  In four different places, this 
prophet speaks about a “Servant of 
God” who will one day deliver God’s 
people and make them great again. 
Because the Servant is frequently   
portrayed as suffering, Christians have 
applied this to Jesus.  Today’s reading 
is a small portion from the last and 
longest of these four passages. (On 
Good Friday we read the entire pas-
sage.) 
 
Second Reading:  Hebrews 4:14-16 
 

The Jewish high priest was responsible 
 for entering the holiest place in the 
Jerusalem temple to make sin offer-
ings on behalf of the people.  Several 
times, the Letter to the Hebrews em-
phasizes that Jesus is superior to any 
high priest because he has entered the 
heavenly temple, and thus has given   
us access to God’s “Throne of Grace”.
