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 Thoughts From Rev. John W. McGivern, Administrator 

Dear Parishioners,  

 

        From January 18 – 25, Christian Churches throughout the world observed the Week of Prayer for     
Christian Unity. Most Christians are unfamiliar with it. It isn’t a headline-grabbing kind of week, although 
even considering the possibility that all Christian denominations might one day unite, is a bold, albeit neces-
sary consideration. It is a bold consideration because the history of Christianity has rarely experienced      
complete unity. It is necessary because our Lord Jesus has exhorted all faithful people to strive for the unity 
that he shares with his heavenly Father.  
 
        Of course, you and I need not look beyond our own wonderful worship community to realize that unity       
is hard to achieve, even amid people who choose to express their faith within the same Christian tradition.   
Imagine the difficulty, then, to envision unity among people from all the Christian religions.  
  
        Here is a question for you; it is one about which I’ve given some thought: Must the diversity among 
Christian believers only be understood in terms of separation? It is my belief and my experience that unity 
among people happens when we share our hopes and dreams, struggles, pains, and joys with one another. 
When we do this, we experience our shared humanity, and we do so without ever compromising our diversity 
which makes us uniquely ourselves. With the realization that unity among people happens with our differ-
ences notwithstanding, with even an appreciation for our diversity, then the language of division becomes ir-
relevant, or far less important. From such a perspective, perhaps we can begin to imagine a future unity among 
Christians. Oh, I know that there are some large obstacles to that future, but we must begin somewhere, and 
doing so in the midst of our shared human experiences seems to me the perfect, really, the only place to start.

FEBRUARY 6 2022—  
5TH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 
 

First Reading:   Isaiah 6: 1-8 
 
The prophet Isaiah lived about 750 
tears before Christ. His enthusiastic 
response to God’s call led to a pro-
phetic career that lasted over 40 
years. In this brief passage, we find 
not only the source for the “Holy, 
Holy” in the Mass, but also the prayer 
before reading the Gospel (asking 
God to cleanse one’s lips), and finally 
the refrain from a frequently used 
contemporary hymn. 
 
Second Reading:  1 Corinthians 15: 
    1-11 
We continue our reading from Paul’s 
first letter to the Corinthians. Some 
members of the community had   
questioned the bodily resurrection of 
Jesus, and our own resurrection as 
well. This passage is Paul’s response.  
It pre-dates the Gospels and is the 
oldest written record of the Church’s 
core tradition about Christ’s resurrec-
tion.

FAITH & FELLOWSHIP 
Meeting Parts -  #2 
 
Faith Sharing - In a separate section 
of the meeting room, a circle of chairs 
incorporates a cloth-covered table 
with a plant, a candle, and a Bible.   
The leader presents a symbol – today, 
a large bowl of fruit – and leads the 
group to see in it a particular theme, 
in this case abundance.  We talk about 
our experiences of abundance: Eric 
mentions receiving his monthly SSDI 
allowance; Spring recalls the church 
potluck meals; Ray John describes his 
Dad’s birthday party.  We see that 
this abundance comes from God, 
whose love and mercy are so plenti-
ful.  The Scripture is read:  praise and 
thanksgiving for this extravagance, 
and the leader then blesses each    
person in turn.  Prayers of petition 
and gratitude are spoken, then a 
hymn, the Lord’s Prayer (in various 
languages according to the group’s 
members), and a rousing hand-
clapping  “Amen.”  Someone says, 
“And let the celebration continue!” 
 

Next week, it shall! 

To Be a Prophet 
 
Today’s readings show us what it is 
like to be a prophet. As Jeremiah re-
counts his call, God warns him that 
he will need strength & perseverance 
to withstand the hostility he will face 
from “Judah’s kings and princes” and 
“its priests and people” (Jeremiah 
1:18b). God also assures him that 
they “will not prevail over you, for    
I am with you” (1:19). The psalm 
reflects both of these struggles as 
well as deliverance from them 
(“salvation”). 
 
This is exactly what Jesus experiences 
in today’s Gospel. After he claims that 
his own mission is the same as what 
Isaiah proclaimed, at first the people 
marvel at his “gracious words” (Luke 
4:22). Soon, however, they become 
suspicious, skeptical, and hostile, even 
threatening to kill him. But just as God 
promised to deliver Jeremiah, so Jesus 
“passed through the midst of them and 
went away” (4:30).
