Fr.	Carl’s	Corner	
   As of July 1, the unification of St. Catherine of Siena-
St. Lucy and St. Giles is official and moving along at a 
steady, thoughtful pace. Yet, the forging of unity as a 
parish remains the responsibility of all of us, in a 
process that is just beginning. We have a Unification 
Team in place that is focused on listening to the 
concerns and hopes of all our members, helping us get 
to know each other and form our new community. 
   We have begun to receive a good flow of feedback, 

and we are seeking more. Listening sessions will be formed in small 
and large groups throughout the summer. As an early step in getting to 
know each other, we are inviting the parish members to visit our two 
beautiful churches at “Mass & Meet” opportunities, first at all Masses at  
St. Catherine-St. Lucy Church on July 9-10 and then at St. Giles 
Church on July 16-17. There will be “coffee and. . .” as an added 
opportunity to socialize. Please see the invitation on the following page, 
and check out the websites, group email and Flocknote for more 
information. 
   On Monday, June 20, St Giles hosted a combined meeting of the 
Unification Teams of St. Catherine-St. Lucy and St. Giles and 
Ascension and St. Edmund at McDonough Hall. Rick Moreno, a 
member of the Building the New Reality team in our diocesan vicariate, 
presented a transformative vision of parish vitality. We are grateful that 
we already enjoy many gifts of lay leadership in our parish. These gifts 
will be invaluable as we seek to increase engagement within and 
beyond our parish in many creative ways. 
   Our goal is to be as transparent as possible as we move with 
deliberation. Mass schedules will remain the same for now. We are 
seeking your thoughts regarding possible names of our new parish. We 
hope to find a name that would signal our area alliance with the 
Ascension and St. Edmund Parish as well. 
   We also are seeking a new way to describe our geographic area, 
since our membership extends to the west and northwest sides of 
Chicago and suburban communities in addition to Oak Park. Please get 
to know the members of our Unification Team and share your 
comments and suggestions. They are eager to hear from you. 
I also wanted to share with you an excerpt from the statement by 
Cardinal Cupich which followed the Supreme Court ruling overturning 
Roe vs. Wade on June 24. We shared this excerpt in response to the 
ruling at the Masses last weekend: 

This ruling is a challenge and an opportunity for Catholic citizens 
to call for and contribute to a national conversation on protecting 
and promoting human dignity at all stages of life. This moment 
should serve as a turning point in our dialogue about the place 
an unborn child holds in our nation, about our responsibility to 
assist women through unplanned and difficult pregnancies and 
after the birth of their children, and about the need to refocus our 
national priorities to support families, particularly those in need. It 
is time for the nation to live up to the oft-invoked but seldom 
actualized family values it claims to cherish. As citizens we have 
an important role to play in shaping public policy that gives every 
individual the dignity they deserve as children of God.

Welcome to Fr. Robert Carlton! 

   Fr. Robert Carlton is joining the Oak 
Park Catholic community as a 
Associate Pastor to the newly unified 
Ascension-St. Edmund Parish and to 
the newly unified St. Catherine of Siena
-St. Lucy and St. Giles Parish. 
   Fr. Robert Carlton was ordained in 
May of 2019 by Cardinal Cupich for 
the Archdiocese of Chicago. 
Originally from Evanston, he 

attended Loyola Academy for high school and then 
Georgetown University in Washington DC. Following 
college, he served in the Navy for four years as a surface 
warfare officer on two ships in Florida where he was also 
on the US Navy running team. After that, he taught high 
school English and theology for five years at Fordham 
Prep in New York, where he was also an assistant coach 
on the cross country and track teams. He entered 
Mundelein Seminary for the Chicago Archdiocese in the 
fall of 2014. In addition to completing the academic 
program, he coached track and taught religion at Carmel 
High School, tutored at St. Martin de Porres High School 
in Waukegan, was a hospital chaplain for a summer at 
the Children’s Hospital of Los Angeles and completed a 
summer language immersion at the Working Boys Center 
in Quito, Ecuador. After ordination, he has served as the 
associate pastor at St. John Brebeuf in Niles and 
Immaculate Conception in Chicago and has also worked 
as the Catholic chaplain at the Metropolitan Correctional 
Center in Chicago. At IC, Fr. Carlton was a coach for the 
football, basketball and track teams.  
   Fr. Carlton is an avid runner and cyclist and a reader of 
biographies. He is very excited about the opportunity to 
work with and get to know the people at the parishes in 
Oak Park.

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A note from Nathan Johnson, Director of  
Youth & Young Adult Ministry: 
 
Hi St. Giles, 
 
   It is with a heavy heart and time in prayerful discernment, 
that I have decided to step away from my position as 
Director of Youth and Young Adult Ministries at St. Giles. My 
timeline is still unclear, but I will be leaving the position by 
the end of July. I reached this conclusion in consideration of 
multiple factors, then, in collaboration with Fr.

   My hope is, with the time provided, the accommodations 
necessary for the upcoming ASP trip can be made in the 
event I am not able to attend due to starting a new position. 
I am confident that our amazing ASP Board members are 
fully capable of accounting for my responsibilities, after all, it 
would be my first trip and I was relying on their experience 
regardless. Should I leave the role prior to the trip, there 
should be no negative effect on the wonderful experience 
the ASP trip offers its participants. 
 
   Regarding CHAOS youth group, along with our leadership 
it has been decided that it is best for the group to go on 
leave for the summer and enter a time of discernment 
regarding the future of community and the role of youth 
minister. This will provide ample time to receive feedback 
from current community members, set goals for the future of 
the ministry, and account for the exciting possibilities that 
have arisen through the Renew My Church process. We 
hope that all voices of teens, families, volunteers, and 
supporters can be heard and set a path for fruitful growth. 
 
   I have been supported in so many ways since I began 
working at St. Giles and I am very grateful for my time here. 
I wish the best for the youth ministry and parish-wide 
community and will continue to hold you in my prayers.

Christian Freedom 

 
          Let the peace of Christ control your hearts; 
            Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly. 

(Col. 3:15-16) 
 
On this Fourth of July weekend, we recall the words 
A. Lincoln told the nation at Gettysburg: 
We were “conceived in liberty, and dedicated 
to the proposition that all men are created equal.” 
But we revel in founding myths; we now realize 
those ideals, like many human endeavors, were flawed 
and lofty. The founders’ dream of equality applied 
to white males only. Early settlers bought and sold slaves, 
and native Americans were treated heartlessly. 
In Paul’s letter to the Galatians, we are challenged 
with an image of power and glory that undercuts 
all matters of pride. In his letter, known as the gospel 
of Christian Freedom, Paul writes: “You, my brothers 
and sisters, were born to be free.” (Gal. 5:13) 
 
Paul’s gospel of Freedom is embedded with rich 
and significant theological resources, that have 
contributed to vital changes in the history 
of Christianity, especially to Christians 
of the Reformation period. Paul states no attempt 
at virtue can make us worthy of grace and love; 
Those are ours, free and unmerited. God took flesh 
to identify with us humbly, and Jesus spent 
his life giving witness to God’s vulnerability 
and non-compulsory interaction with humanity. 
Thus, when he commissioned the 72 disciples 
in Luke’s gospel, (10:1-12, 17-20), he sent them 
“as lambs among wolves,” with nothing more than 
the gospel message of God’s Reign: love is what will last. 
 
Despite lacking money and provisions, and room and board, 
and seeking new homes for their message, they succeeded, 
amazing everyone. Jesus told them Satan fell, 
as they undermined the coercion and competition 
rampant in their day (and ours). Nevertheless, 
despite many missionary journeys, they would 
comprehend the depths of their message of love 
only through the experience of Jesus’ death 
and resurrection. What do we take from Luke’s 
holiday reading and Paul’s Christian Freedom? 
 
Our gospel is countercultural: our nation’s 
the most powerful on earth, but that has little 
to do with the vulnerability and non-coercive 
character of divine power. We are called to give 
humble witness to the Gospel of peacemaking, 
solidarity and justice for the marginalized, 
in a society filled with violence, 
individualism and private privilege.  
We are called in spite of our flaws. Sometimes 
we will knock Satan down. Sometimes we will fall. 
 
But in mind and heart, if we remember 
who has chosen us, we won’t need to worry 
                      about the wolves.

And there was no concluding 
ritual of the Big Shebang that we had been anticipating 
for over a year.   
 
   But we won’t let that stop us. Our Catechist morning of 
reflection brought a deeper awareness of our mission, 
and Fr. Carl’s presence gave us confidence that Faith & 
Fellowship will continue to be an important ministry.  And 
the Partners’ happiness when we are faithfully in touch 
tells us that, in spite of everything, it was a great year.
