Fr. Carl’s Corner

The last week of June, | participated in our priest convocation held at the Grand
Geneva in Wisconsin. This gathering takes place every three years. However, like many
other planned events, it had to be postponed two years ago due to the pandemic. | was
the chairperson and worked with several other priests to plan the convocation. Its
purpose is to allow time for spiritual renewal and reconnecting with each other as brother
priests. We take this time to allow the Lord to renew us in hope as we minister to one
another as brothers before returning home to minister to our faith communities. The 2020
theme, “One in Christ: A Light of Hope in a Hurting World," was still very appropriate and
so used as this year's theme.

One of our guest speakers was Cardinal Wilton Gregory, Archbishop of Washington, DC, who
captivated the presbyterate with his wisdom and humor. We asked him to reflect on “When the
Light of Hope Dims” and offer us his perspective. The heart of his talk was on how we, as priests
with our communities of faith, can live together and in doing so have the power to create an
atmosphere of hope. When we celebrate Eucharist together and then go forth into our homes,
communities and the world, we build up the Church by bringing Christ, our hope, into the world.
What a beautiful and powerful role we all share.

As we begin the unification process, | believe that we have begun to reflect on what was at the
heart of our priest convocation gathering, “One in Christ, a Light of Hope for our Hurting World.”
| felt our Mass and Meets these past two weekends were very inspiring: first, St. Catherine-

St. Lucy hosting St. Giles parishioners and then this past weekend, St. Catherine-St. Lucy
parishioners visiting and praying at St. Giles. There was a sense of openness and a strong
feeling of welcome which will aid us as we move into building a new reality. | am grateful to
members of the Unification Team and our hospitality committees for arranging “Coffee and...”
after all those Masses. | was encouraged and felt a tremendous sense of hope for what we can
create and accomplish together through our prayer, ministry, and our service to others in need.

My prayer is for us all to recognize, as we go through this process, the power we have in our
words and actions to either dim the light of hope or to increase it as we build a new reality in our
parish. The choice is always ours. Together may we choose light and hope! While we have
already done much work toward our unification, there is much more to do. Many of you work in
our liturgical and sacramental ministries: music ministers, ushers, greeters, lectors, etc. Many
may be asking, “Do I fit in? Is my ministry wanted?” Yes and yes! We need to meet and
discuss the work and ministry we do and how we can continue to contribute to our new
community. Please be patient.

On Saturday, our Unification Team met. Our discussion focused on the naming of our new
community. Look for information in next week’s bulletin for details about the direction we will take
and details about the process, as well as how you can offer your feedback.

Aiden’s under the care of his grandparents.

Where are mommy and daddy? He has to wonder,

as he sits by the window, watching for them,

or jumps from bed in the morning, to search the house.

And then he cries...tears in darkness, tears the sun dries.

What should a two-year-old be told?
That God called mommy and daddy?

Our faith tells us that God is merciful and kind,

but we challenge that faith if we also believe

that God controlled the deaths of both Aiden’s parents.
Is that the God to whom Jesus invites us to pray?
