Fr. Carl’s Corner

We had an inspired meeting of the Unification
Team (UT) last Saturday. There was one single
agenda item: to begin the process of determining
a name for our newly unified parish community.
We began by reflecting upon the historical
importance of this process. A name is an
intention. It is indicative of the essence of a
parish. A name is a declaration of identity of who
we are and who we envision ourselves becoming
in the future. We noted that our new parish is a
community animated to its core by the spirit of
Vatican I, which will inform our process and
influence our discernment as a community.

As the conversation about the naming process and the various uses
and intentions of a name unfolded, the energy grew in the room. There
was a lightness to it, a joy, and a strong desire that all members of our
unified parish be invited into the opportunity to name our new parish
community. Numerous times we recognized that the Holy Spirit is doing
something important in our midst.

We began to create a process for inviting all parishioners to
participate in the naming process. We agreed that this is an important
affirmation of our Vatican Il spirit. Engaging our entire faith community
requires that we take time to get to know each other, share our values,
and discern what the Holy Spirit is stirring among us. Stay tuned for
more opportunities to meet each other and share our values. Once the
UT has had some time to create the process, we will share it and let
everyone know about upcoming opportunities to participate. We
envision this will be sometime in September. There will also be
information that will provide guidelines and sources of information to
spark ideas for names that will capture the spirit of our community.

Lastly, this was also our second consecutive joint meeting with the
UT from Ascension and St. Edmund. Though our two new parishes are
in different places relative to the unification process, we are
approaching this new reality together as we ask and trust the Holy Spirit
to lead us. We appreciate the many positive statements of
encouragement we have received from members of both new parishes.

Food for Thought

Fr. Robert ended his homily last weekend with the
following prayer credited to an unknown Confederate
soldier. It reminds us that when God listens to our pray-
ers, he gives us what we need not necessarily what we
want. May we learn to trust God who knows what is
best for each one of us.

| asked God for strength, that | might achieve;
| was made weak, that | might learn humbly to obey.

| asked for health, that | might do greater things;
| was given infirmity, that | might do better things.

| asked for riches, that | might be happy;
| was given poverty, that | might be wise.

| asked for power, that | might have the praise of men;
| was given weakness, that | might feel the need of
God.

| asked for all things, that | might enjoy life;
| was given life, that | might enjoy all things.

| got nothing that | asked for,
but everything | hoped for.
Almost despite myself,
my unspoken prayers were answered.
| am among all men most richly blessed.

The Court and the Gift of Creation

The worsening climate crisis can no longer be ignored,
and it falls to all humans, who were entrusted by God
as stewards of his gift of creation, to act...Care for our
common home...is a moral obligation for all men and
women who are children of God. We must ask what
kind of world do we want for ourselves and for those
who will come after us?” (Pope Francis, 7/13/22)

The warning messages from Pope Francis

are both credible and consistent, but his voice

is of one crying in the burning global wilderness.
Seven years ago Laudato si’ became a global choice.
This month the Supreme Court lit a match under it.
Their decision is a deadly diminution

in the Environmental Protection Agency’s

regulation of power plant pollution.

The U.S. leads the world in carbon emissions,

so the Court decision will have global impact.

A major cause of ecological destruction

are these emissions, posing a deadly creation bout
with life for humans, animals and all nature.
Flooding and excessive heat, famine due to drought,
and other climate-induced weather events,

are already killing people; that may increase.

In island nations and coastal communities,

life may partially or completely cease.

In light of the prophetic glow of Laudato si’,

the Catholic community needs to embrace

a public stance against this anti-life Court vote.

We expect the U.S. Catholic Bishops will face

a challenging leadership role, with concrete

action, such as promoting the Laudato si’

Movement efforts to diminish what'’s invested

in fossil fuels. With papal support, it has shown good signs,
as $1.25 billion has been divested

by religious institutions globally.

What can we as Catholics do, in incorporating
climate responsibility into the template of
Catholicism? We can use the trumpet blare
to promote awareness of a proposed
U.N. resolution on everyone’s right to clean air
and water. Questions remain about U.S.’s posture.
The Pope’s call for ecological conversion as the heart
and soul of Catholic creational spirituality
provides a foundation for more specific actions to start.
But ecological awareness remains at the fringe

of Catholic conscience and spirituality.
