A	Note	from	the	Operations	Director	
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   For the past 19 months, I have served as Operations Director at St. Giles Parish. The position has four major areas of 
responsibility: 
 

• Financial Management 
• Human Resources Management 
• School Support 
• Buildings and Facilities Management 

 
   I also added Communications and have worked with a wonderful team on improving parish communications via 
Flocknote (e-news) and other social media platforms. 
 
   During this time, much energy and parish resources have been directed to building maintenance and repairs. In past 
bulletins and the parish Flocknote/e-news you may have seen articles with accompanying photos of all the projects that 
we have tackled. We are fortunate to have a competent and dedicated Facilities Committee that tracks and prioritizes the 
needs for repairs and regular maintenance on all campus buildings. 
 
   My goal is to ensure that all campus facilities are in the best possible condition for the ministries of the parish. The 
parish grade school has been a primary mission of the parish and occupies many of the campus buildings for close to 10 
months of the year. St. Giles is unique in that there are more ministries and active groups than most parishes which 
makes it a busy campus. 
 
  Now that St. Giles has been unified with St. Catherine-St. Lucy, my responsibility, with our team, is to work on the 
business aspects of our joining together. As a result, I have begun working with the Archdiocese Facilities and 
Construction folks and St. Catherine-St. Lucy leaders like Kevin Kell and Tom Nelson, and others on the short-term and 
long-term needs on the St. Catherine-St. Lucy campus. In the last few weeks, we have proposals for the deferred tuck 
pointing, downspout leaks and interior plaster repairs of the church. The boiler in the rectory needs to be replaced, and 
we have received proposals for that project.  The air conditioner is not functional in the rectory. Sewers in the Chicago 
parking lot were cleaned out about 10 days ago. We will be forming one Facilities Committee for both campuses. 
However in the short run, there are immediate items such as the rectory boiler and church masonry issues that are high 
priority. In collaboration with the Pastoral team, the Finance Committee, parishioners, and our Facilities Committee, we 
will try to provide the best possible maintenance and repair of our facilities so that the mission of evangelization is 
fulfilled. 
 
   At St. Giles, we have made exceptional progress these 
past 19 months but still have much work yet to be done. 
Regretfully, a large part of the work is related to the 
infrastructure - electric, plumbing, and exterior work that 
one does not always see. On behalf of Fr. Carl, the 
Pastoral team, administrative team, Finance Committee, 
Facilities Committee, and our school, I would like to thank 
you for your generosity over the last few years that has 
allowed us to complete so many projects. I am grateful 
for all their support.

“Here in this place…” – Part 3 
 
   In 2018, when Faith & Fellowship had to move out of 
the St. Catherine-St. Lucy convent and into a different 
parish location, we called a circle for discernment.  Over 
supper, we listed all essential qualities of the program 
followed by “non-negotiable” space needs to support 
those qualities.  We then toured all the available rooms, 
ending in the church’s daily Mass chapel where we 
gathered for prayer.  In that context each person stated 
their preference and out of that emerged a decision. 
 
   Several weeks later, a crew of Catechists, Partners, 
and a youth group from “Young Neighbors in Action” 
sorted, packed, and schlepped all our supplies, materials, 
and equipment from the convent to our new home in the 
Rectory basement.  While not all of us were happy about 
having to move, we knew we had made the right choice 
when one of our Partners sized up our new digs and said, 
“This is sharp!”

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Food For Thought 
 

The Dawn of New Hope 
 
May your kindness, O Lord, be upon us, 
who have put our hope in you.  (Psalm 33:21-22) 
Faith is the realization of what is hoped for, 
and evidence of things not seen.  (Hebrews 11:1-2) 
 
 Martha’s brother Lazarus was dying; 
She felt that their friend Jesus could save him. 
When Jesus came,  he found Martha crying, 
in pervasive darkness well beyond grim. 
 
“We were begging you:  ‘help him recover.’ 
We have faith...why do we suffer and die? 
Our hope candle burns—why does death hover?” 
Jesus went to Lazarus’ tomb, to cry. 
 
The mystery of human fragility 
to the mercy of God the grieving brings. 
Jesus told Martha his gentility 
from his resurrection and new life springs. 
 
“Martha, do you believe?” “Yes, Lord, I do. 
I believe that you are the Christ, the Son of 
the God, and he who is coming into  
the world.” An expression of selfless love. 
 
Her words are the most profound confession 
in the entire contents of John’s gospel. 
Jesus, at Lazarus’ tomb, in succession, 
moved the stone, called, out he came, no hard sell. 
 
Martha exemplifies the five stages 
of grief, from “Death and Dying,” Kubler-Ross. 
Denial: My brother will be cured; 
Anger: Why didn’t you come? 
Bargaining: I have faith in you; 
Depression: Why do we suffer and die? 
Acceptance: You are the Son of God. 
 
So Martha has encountered success 
with the five stages of grief.  On the downslope, 
only faith can bring us through the numbing stress 
of dark nights of doubt, to the dawn of new hope. 
 
The new creation will some day bring each  
of us face to face with the Living God.

Happily, 
we were able to send almost 90 teens 
and adults to once again fully staff 2 
counties for ASP. The trip began July 
23 and safely returned to Oak Park this 
past weekend.  
 
   The crews worked to repair homes 
while building hope and relationships in 
Harlan and Magoffin Counties in 
Kentucky. This week, that area of 
Kentucky experienced severe flooding 
and flash floods, and continues to face 
a dire situation. 
 
   In the best circumstances, this is a 
tough week, physically, emotionally, 
mentally, and spiritually–though it is 
not surprising that many teens count 
the ASP trip as the best week of their 
year! It is also an awesome week, 
having new experiences, meeting 
some beautiful individuals, getting to 
know yourself more deeply. This year’s 
crew faced very difficult conditions, 
with torrential rain and flash flooding 
that impacted the work we set out to 
do.
