Faith & Fellowship

The “Faith Sharing” portion of a Faith and Fellowship
meeting follows a specific structure. The introduction of a
symbol (a story read aloud, a picture, an object) is an
invitation to reflect. Everyone is then invited to tell of an
experience of their own that the symbol has suggested.
This is usually in the form of a question, and as we listen
to each other’s responses, an atmosphere of acceptance
and trust allows us to feel safe. From a long-ago memory
to a recent event, in short-and-sweet or long-winded
stories, with clear focus or rambling tangents, with or
without an intentionally spiritual focus — our need to be
respectfully heard is honored. There is no intrusive cross-
talk, comment, or discussion, only the caring warmth of a
listening community of love.

Similar to 12-Step programs, similar also to the “peace
circle” model, yet uniquely ours. Even Pope Francis
understands the importance of listening: “an openness of
heart which makes possible that closeness without which
genuine spiritual encounter cannot occur.” (Evangelii
Gaudium, #134).

INTERPRETING THE FOUR GOSPELS
Peter O’Leary

In a letter to his patron Can Grande della Scala, the
great poet Dante identified four ways of interpreting
scripture: the literal, the moral, the allegorical, and the
mystical (or anagogical). Dante intended for his patron to
use these same approaches to understand the
masterpiece, Dante’s Commedia, that Can Grande had
sponsored. But these approaches have persisted as
illuminating ways for readers and scholars alike to read
scripture.

“Interpreting the Four Gospels” will consist of four
lectures, one apiece on each of the four gospels in their
chronological order, matched with one apiece of Dante’s
four interpretive approaches. Each lecture will present
one of the gospels in its context, considering when it was
written and for whom, along with examples of the
interpretive approach in action.

These lectures are meant to be informative and fun,
and to open up your sense of how you can read the
gospels. No expertise or special training is expected, only
your curiosity.

Here is the schedule for the lectures:

Monday, September 26, 2022
The Gospel of Mark and literal reading

Tuesday, September 27, 2022
The Gospel of Matthew and moral reading

Monday, October 24, 2022
The Gospel of Luke and allegorical reading

Tuesday, October 25, 2022
The Gospel of John and mystical reading

As Jesus hung on the cross,
battered, bleeding, barely breathing,
he struggled to lift his head heavenward,
though near death but luminesce:
