We have an election coming up in a few weeks. | suggest we recall
the words of Jesus, “The greatest among you must be your
servant.” (Matthew 23: 1-12)

With an election, there are always some hard decisions to make
about those running for office and what they stand for. The words of
Jesus offers a rule, of sorts, for measuring those seeking our vote.
Look at what they have done and accomplished in their work and
lives — not just what they are promising in 30-second TV ads.

Consider carefully how they propose dealing with the complicated
and complex problems we face as a nation and society — are they
realistic and candid in the solutions they propose or are they
patronizing us with easy solutions or distracting us by playing on our
fears.

Vote for candidates we believe will be “servants” to the common
good, women and men who speak not to anger and cynicism but to the
better angels of our nature. So as we go to the polls, Jesus challenges
us: will we elect those with the attitude of humble servants worthy to be
followed — or that person running for their own gain? Listen for integrity
and insight from candidates. May the example of Jesus’ humble
servanthood guide us when we vote.

As we consider this, and how we are dealing with our unification
process, we might also ask ourselves, “What am | doing with the time
and abilities and wisdom God has given to me? Are we using our skills
to help make our community, our world a better place?

Catechist Enrichment

Rick Moreno, Archdiocesan Parish Vitality Coordinator
in Vicariate 1V, spoke to catechists from Ascension-
St. Edmund and St. Catherine of Siena-St. Lucy and
St. Giles parishes on Saturday, August 27.

Rick’s message was one of goodness and hope — how
to translate the experience of goodness to good news in
a catechetical setting. He said that the foundation of all
we do is the encounter with the goodness of life — all of
which is gift from God. At our core, we are made for the
giftedness of life — and then to be an expression of that
message, to bear the message of Good News that only
each one of us can share.

Rick reflected that being a catechist is a person who
enlivens the faith of others; basking in the awe and
wonder of God creates an opening for goodness. And,
we are all growing, dynamic expressions of the Good
News. In fact, the root of the word Catechesis from the
Greek is “echo”. Catechesis is a consistent echo of the
Good News. The Catholic Church teaches that the
human heart was made for good news. Catechists share
that with their students, sometimes without words.

As Christians, we are called to live lives of foundational
charity. That love that pours into us, we must pour out for
others. Do we live and grow in that love? How do we
share it with others?

As catechists, we must create an environment of
charity and love; of joy; of engagement; and openness to
questioning. Children must feel God’s love shining
through the catechist.

Rick reminded those present that sharing faith takes
time and patience. Catechists plant a seed that might
grow right away, but more often will take years to grow
and flower. It is most important that they feel loved and
are surrounded by community. Catechists need to meet
children where they are at and listen to them.

At the conclusion of the presentation, one catechist left
the session saying: What we are called to do is not
teaching — it's transformation.

Questions to ponder:
How has faith been shared with me? — when was first
time? — what was the most important moment?
What/who nurtures my faith? Who set the foundation
of my good news?
What do |, and the Catholic Church, need to do to
catechize better?

Being a catechist is an important and sacred ministry
within parish life, certainly. But sharing our faith with
patience, love, and our actions is the work of every
Catholic.

INTERPRETING THE FOUR GOSPELS
Peter O’Leary

In a letter to his patron Can Grande della Scala, the great
poet Dante identified four ways of interpreting scripture: the
literal, the moral, the allegorical, and the mystical (or
anagogical). Dante intended for his patron to use these
same approaches to understand the masterpiece, Dante’s
Commedia, that Can Grande had sponsored. But these
approaches have persisted as illuminating ways for readers
and scholars alike to read scripture.

“Interpreting the Four Gospels” will consist of four lectures,
one apiece on each of the four gospels in their chronological
order, matched with one apiece of Dante’s four interpretive
approaches. Each lecture will present one of the gospels in
its context, considering when it was written and for whom,
along with examples of the interpretive approach in action.

These lectures are meant to be informative and fun, and to
open up your sense of how you can read the gospels. No
expertise or special training is expected, only your curiosity.

Our lectures will begin at 7:30 pm and run till 9:00 pm. You
may want to bring your own Bible to mark passages or just
to follow along at times. Here is the schedule for the
lectures:

Women in Dicastery

“l am open to giving women
an opportunity.” (Pope Francis.)

The members of the Roman Curia,
reading the Pope’s announcement in July,
must have pulled their zucchetti down over their eyes:
Three women were named to a Vatican office.
The Dicastery for Bishops is tasked
with advising Pope Francis on which priests
to appoint as Bishops across the entire world.
New members are an Italian nun, a French nun,
and an Argentinian laywoman.
Members include ten Bishops and one priest.
The three women are very strong and accomplished,
which sets the odds between the two sides at even.

Maria Zervino, the lay woman,
is president of the World Union
of Catholic Women’s Organizations. Sister
Rafaela Petrini is Secretary
Gen’ral of the Vatican City State.
Sister Yvonne Reungoat is a member
of the Dicastery for Institutes of the
Consecrated Life, a dicastery of all
priests and Bishops. Sister was formerly
Superior General of the Daughters
of Mary Help of Christians. These women will bring
change to the Roman Curia, and global Church.
