Faith Formation Opportunities for Pre-school 
and Kindergarten Age Children! 
 
PREP (Pre-school Religious Education Program) 
   PREP is designed to give pre-school children (ages 3-5 
years old) an introduction to basic Catholic Christian 
Principles. We meet on Sunday mornings (2 or 3 times a 
month) on the St. Giles campus from 10:30 – 11:30 am 
during Mass. The program begins in September and 
ends before Easter. Lessons have age-appropriate 
activities, crafts and catechist-led discussions.  
 
Catechesis of the Good Shepherd  - Level I for 3-6 
year-old children 
   The 3-6-year-old child is particularly capable of 
receiving and enjoying the most essential elements of our 
faith—the announcement of God’s love especially 
experienced through Jesus, the Good Shepherd, who 
died and is risen. The heart of the catechesis for children 
under six revolves around the Parable of the Good 
Shepherd who loves the sheep and calls each one by 
name. The 3-6 year old child enters the mystery of the 
Eucharist by first learning the names of the articles used 
on the altar and the gestures of the Mass. The child 
becomes acquainted with the historical character of the 
liturgy through the events of the Last Supper, Christ’s 
death, and His resurrection. 
   Sessions are offered on Wednesdays at 4:00 pm and 
Saturdays at 10:00 am on the St. Giles campus.

INTERPRETING THE FOUR GOSPELS 

Peter O’Leary 
   In a letter to his patron Can Grande della Scala, the 
great poet Dante identified four ways of interpreting 
scripture: the literal, the moral, the allegorical, and the 
mystical (or anagogical). Dante intended for his patron 
to use these same approaches to understand the 
masterpiece, Dante’s Commedia, that Can Grande had 
sponsored. But these approaches have persisted as 
illuminating ways for readers and scholars alike to read 
scripture. 
   “Interpreting the Four Gospels” will consist of four 
lectures, one apiece on each of the four gospels in 
their chronological order, matched with one apiece of 
Dante’s four interpretive approaches. Each lecture will 
present one of the gospels in its context, considering 
when it was written and for whom, along with examples 
of the interpretive approach in action. 
   These lectures are meant to be informative and fun, 
and to open up your sense of how you can read the 
gospels. No expertise or special training is expected, 
only your curiosity. 
   Our lectures will begin at 7:30 pm and run until  
9:00 pm. You may want to bring your own Bible to 
mark passages or just to follow along at times. Here is 
the schedule for the lectures:

CHAOS: St. Giles Youth Group.   

 
   Each Thursday evening at 7:30 pm, 
our spirited, faith-filled, fun-filled, 
caring and loving teens gather in The 
Alley (a room set aside for them next 
to the parish garden). The gathering 
place has become “holy ground,” a 
safe place where teens know they are 
accepted and included, a place where 
they can step away from the stress of 
their daily lives, a place they can 
reflect on the concerns that are heavy 
on their hearts. The weekly programs 
are planned by the teen leaders, who 
always look to the participants for 
further ideas. It is a challenge to 
describe exactly what CHAOS is in 
some way – it is a gathering of youth 
who care, who question, who play 
games with such fun, who dive into 
social justice concerns, who are 
searching for and seeking answers to 
their relationship with God and with 
each other. We are also planning a 
youth retreat in the Spring and several 
other fun outings, which will depend on 
parent support for transportation. 
 
   Although there is not a youth 
minister at this time, Fr. Carl, with 
affirmation from the teens, has asked 
Annette and Frank Hulefeld to provide 
mentoring leadership to the teens of 
CHAOS. Together with the teens, we 
are creating an unusual, inter-
generational model for youth ministry, 
based on the principles of God’s Love 
and Compassion.  With the support of 
the teens, of the parents, and Fr. Carl, 
we believe everyone’s faith will be 
strengthened and expanded.

Food For Thought 
 

A Community of Solidarity 
 

“When we provide the needy with their basic needs, 
we are giving what belongs to them, not to us.” 

(St. Gregory the Great) 
 
In the movie “Waking Ned Devine,” 
the Irish villagers collected 
money from a lottery won by  
their neighbor who went into shock and died 
when he got the news that he had won. 
The goodness shown by needy people, 
who check in at less than honorable, 
outshines the moralistic virtue 
of law abiders. 
 
In Luke today, we have a parable: 
a wealthy landowner fires his steward 
for squandering his property. 
Before he leaves, the steward cuts the debt 
that the tenant farmers owe the owner. 
The farmers paid the lowered balances; 
They likely never would have paid it all, 
so it’s a win-win-win for everyone. 
 
The owner gets some income, 
the steward gains some friends; 
the farmers dump their debt, 
and into ethereal ethics we go. 
Not querulous, but questionable.  
But Jesus says: “Make friends for  
yourselves with unrighteous mammon; 
You cannot serve God and mammon.” 
  
Use mammon for good purposes?  
In “Fratelli Tutti, the Pope quotes  
St. John Chrysostom: “Not to share  
our wealth with the poor is to rob them  
and take away their livelihood. Riches 
we possess are theirs as well.” His ideas 
reflect Jesus’ own teaching, in Catholic 
social thinking recontextualized. 
 
Francis wrote on the solidarity that humanity  
could have created when facing our common 
vulnerability. He calls us to cultivate 
a shared passion and a community  
of belonging and solidarity  
worthy of our time, energy and resources.  
When the steward ignored the law, he advanced 
a community of solidarity. Would Jesus tell us 
“Go and do likewise?”
