Are you one who always needs to know what you will do or say next?
When Mother Teresa had to make a speech, she did not use notes or
read from a prepared text. To get ready she would simply go to a
church or any quiet place for a few minutes and pray. When the time for
the talk came, she always found the words she needed that went to the
heart of the matter and displayed great spiritual depth and wisdom.
Recall that even Jesus told his disciples, you are not to prepare your
defense beforehand, for | myself shall give you wisdom in speaking and
acting. The Spirit filled the apostles when they addressed the people.
"When they saw the boldness of Peter and John and realized they were
just ordinary uneducated men, they were amazed and recognized them
as companions of Jesus." (Acts 4:13)

Mother Teresa took Jesus’ advice to heart. More than advice, it was a
command, and a strange one at that: don’t get ready! How many of us
feel the need to always know what we are going to say or do next? How
much do we feel the need to be in control and be prepared for every
eventuality? As we continue the journey through restructure, as we
unify and prepare for the next phase of Building a New Reality (BNR),
there is a good lesson here for us all. Maybe like Peter and John and
Mother Teresa, we can speak and do the truth from the heart and trust
God’s Spirit to take care of the rest.

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Food For Thought
Enlarging Your Tent

A newly released Vatican Document
has created a stir with its contents.
It's part of the process of Francis’ ongoing
consultation for World-wide Catholics.
It contains topics once thought taboo by the Church,
like the ordination of women,
and LGBTAQ relations.

The data came from millions of Catholics last year
in listening sessions across the globe.
Magisterial Church teaching the Document’s not,
but clearly the most comprehensive
and candid expression of the Catholic Church’s
relationship with the modern world
ever released by the Vatican.

“Enlarge the Space of Your Tent” will be a frame work
for a phase of the Synod process
involving coordination over all continents
during the next six months, and ahead
of Rome assemblies in Oct of ‘23 &'24.
“A profound re-appropriation
of common dignity emerges for all.”

The text is theological, being loaded
with an exquisite essence contained
in the value of listening to the Spirit.
Voices are tearful in testimony
calling for change in Church teachings and practices.
Under John Paul Il and Benedict,
the Document would not be published.

People feel tension between themselves and the Church:

Remarried after divorces; single parents;
LGBTQ folks often feel unwelcome,
like an airplane with nowhere to land.
People in the U.S. ask that Church be a refuge
for wounded and broken, not look just for the perfect.
Rather than judging, build caring relationships.

The need was highlighted to reach out to the poor,
indigenous, migrants, street children,
and victims of racial and gender violence.
Need for greater Communion access,
but not a source of confrontation.
The report devotes significant attention
to women'’s role in the Catholic Church.

Women are excluded from meaningful roles
in the life of the Church, including
the Church’s government structure, decision-making,
and even in the Church’s language.
Ordination to diaconate and priesthood
showed great diversity of preference,
with many calling for it, others closed to it.

The document stated next-steps to be taken:
Greater inclusion of its members;
Changes in Vatican Curia, and Canon Law;
Liturgy; formation process for religious.

The theme of enlarging the tent of the Church
is to open it “to all people
created and loved by God...All are welcome.”
