Between Baptism and Glory

John the Baptist saw Jesus coming toward him,
and said: “Behold, the Lamb of God, who takes
away the sin of the world...| saw the Spirit come
down like a dove from heaven and remain upon him...
he is the one who will baptize with the Holy Spirit.
Now | have seen and testified that he is the Son of God.”
(John 1:29-34)

As we think back to our baptism,
it seems like a ritual in time;
But it's meaning now
is just about everything.

It's as important as an actual birth,
when baptized into a relationship
with Jesus, crucified and risen Lord.
We’'re claimed within the community
of his body—the Church.

Set on a trajectory toward eternity,
we are as a child of God,
serving our life a particular way,
sharing in the life of the Trinity.

And yet, baptism seems distant
from our ordinary lives. We ask:
What defines me today?
Family history; marriage; vocation;
Professional associations; social circle;
Hobbies and interests; parish affiliation.
But these are all external identifiers,
not my interior sense of self.
Baptism transforms my inner self;
It's God'’s gift of free participation
in my life with Christ.

Jesus went to Judea to encounter John,
who was baptizing in the Jordan.
He offered cleansing from sin,
before imminent judgment by God.
But John changed its meaning
to reflect new relationship with God,
a new covenant of love.
As Jesus comes up out of the water,
the Spirit of God descends on him like a dove.
A voice declares Jesus is God’s beloved Son.
Jesus begins his mission, choosing
to be God'’s suffering servant,
who absorbs evil with forgiveness,
with only love to transform the world.

Baptism is important because it marks
the beginning. The beginning is important
because it determines the direction
we are going, determining our destination.
God is our source and destiny;

Jesus is the path between baptism and glory.
To embrace our identity is the most important
decision we will ever make. When we make it,
it will show us who we really are.
