Fr. Carl’s Corner

If you have been reading the bulletin and
Flocknote, you cannot help but notice the
efforts being made by the greater Catholic Oak
Park Parishes and its members beyond who
are working together for the greater good of
strengthening our ministry.

First, the temporary homeless shelter at
St. Catherine-St. Lucy Rectory has opened.
That was made possible through the efforts of
members from both parish communities to
ensure the necessary work was completed
before the doors could be opened for overnight
guests. Many volunteers have come forward to
prepare meals and offer assistance on the different shifts throughout
the evening and morning. Financial donations have been generously
made to support the work and needs of the shelter.

This Sunday, our first 5:00 pm evening Mass will be held at the
St. Edmund Church site. The focus is young adult; however, all are
welcome. The desire for an evening Mass with such a focus has been
something our two newly unified parishes have been hearing for a while
now. The time has come, and we begin something new and exciting.

And there is a movement going forward for a combined Religious
Education program that will gather the gifts and talents of the entire
Oak Park Catholic community to help form our young people in their
faith. This is new and innovative and coming this fall.

So, while we are two new parishes, there is a continued effort to work
together on ministries and opportunities for spiritual and faith formation
and growth that benefit us all. These collaborations all fall under the
Renew My Church (RMC) model - bonding together and working
toward making new disciples, creating something new that folks are
interested in and want to become a part of. All these plans and efforts
are leading us into the next phase of RMC, Building a New Reality.
Stay tuned and keep your eye on the bulletin and our website for more
information.

We are called to create a new missionary moment in our parish and
together in the larger community. What does a new missionary moment
mean? In a nutshell it means we make a primary commitment to share
our faith. This must be at the center of all we do — socially, in school
and Religious Ed programs, at Mass and in the celebration of the
sacraments. We all know that attendance, interest in the church,
willingness to volunteer have affected our communities. Can we create
the change to help turn things around? We are working at it; it is at the
heart of Building a New Reality. This information was shared with and
discussed at our joint unification teams’ meeting last Tuesday evening.
We also talked about a time to transition from unification teams to
creating new parish councils and finance committees. These are next
steps!

We worked hard on Christmas Eve to serve at Housing Forward (PADS) in Oak Park, which is currently located at the Wright Inn,
and the Franciscan Outreach shelter (formerly San Jose Obrero) in Pilsen. Parishioners prepared fully cooked hams and turkeys.
We were able to purchase wonderful deserts because of your generous donations. Our parishioners donated wrapped sweaters
and made monetary donations so that we were able to make the celebration special for these often forgotten people. Each of our
guests was given a brand new wrapped sweater in addition to a hot meal. Because of your kindness, we were able to give the
children at the New Moms center on Chicago Avenue gifts on Christmas Eve, and we had a special bag for each child on Christmas
morning from Santa. We had a surplus of food and gifts, so we wrapped up sandwiches and brought our extra gifts to the
underpass on Chicago Avenue and Kedzie Street where at least 40 of our homeless brothers and sisters are living in tents. They
were given new sweaters and ham/turkey sandwiches. They were so delighted and grateful beyond belief, they even started singing
Christmas carols as we distributed donations. They asked our volunteers to share their gratitude with the parish community.

On behalf of each of the guests we served that night, thank you all for your participation and generosity in this annual parish
event. None of this Christmas joy would have happened without you and your constant support of this annual ministry. We are
truly blessed to live in a community like St. Catherine of Siena-St. Lucy and St. Giles!

Food For Thought
A Vulnerable God

“This is my commandment, that you love one another
as | have loved you. Greater love than this no one has,
that one lay down his life for his friends.

(John 15:12-17)

The changeless significance of Christmas
can be simply stated:
God assumed a human form in Jesus
with the Incarnation.

But fusing of divine and human traits
creates a mystery,
manifested in those Jesus moments
of grief and agony,
frustration, anger, compassion and joy,
and professing friendship with us.

As God the Father loved him, Jesus loved
each of his disciples.
He calls them his friends (John 15 above).
Relationship between
Deity and the human is defined:
Mutual affection,
intimacy and self-revelation.
What's it mean for Jesus
to call us his friends? The Old Testament
has Isaiah naming
Abraham as God'’s friend.

In John there’s intensification
and broad intimacy.
An ancient King would never be friendly
with his subjects, nor walk
or live among them all; Jesus shattered
the hierarchical
relationship between God and human,
with his recognizing
the intrinsic worth of humans.

Jesus profoundly altered the understanding
of what’s the power dynamic
between God and us—power can’t generate love.
He wants our love, and we want his.
Jesus wants relationships, including friendships;
Thus, his vulnerability.
A vulnerable God Is an essential part
of the Christian history.

We’re called to love, honor, welcome and encourage
one another, and share burdens.
We bring to all an aroma of blessing, hope,
joy, peace and especially love,
with friendship then and now, as modeled by Jesus,
for marginalized outsiders.
There are those who patterned their lives as Jesus asked,
men and women whose lives have been
touched and transformed by the grace and love of God.
They are reflections of the divine.
They have loved us as Jesus loved them—they’re our friends,
and they make a difference.
